General Background  
The course focuses on issues and challenges in global supply chains management with emphasis on related global environmental aspects. We will review the main challenges in supply chain management and topics related to sustainable supply chains research and applications and their business implications. The course is taught in English. 
Course Structure and Requirements 
The course is based on three components: preparatory readings, lectures and discussions in class, and homework. This is a short 6 weeks course in an intensive format. 
The reading list will be listed on the course web site at the beginning of the semester. It is recommended that you read the suggested readings prior to the class date specified in the course syllabus. Students will submit in writing (in groups) two assignments related to the implementation issues learned in class. The details of each assignment will be uploaded to the course web site in advance.
